Goals and objectives: The purpose of this course is to assist students in their successful re-adjustment to the U.S. after completing a study abroad program. Many students are surprised to find that re-adjusting to life in the U.S. if often more difficult than adjusting to their host country. This one credit course can help students: 

· Acquire the awareness, knowledge and skills for understanding their study abroad experience and re-adjustment to American culture. 

· Share experiences and reflect upon their journey overseas 
· Discuss and understand new perspectives about themselves, their family/friends, Americans and American culture, the world. 

· Learn to prevent, identify and reduce stress associated with re-entry 

· Discover ways to keep benefiting from the  overseas experience
Format: This course is in the style of a workshop. It largely consists of student discussions, activities and brief presentations of material. I do not view my role as lecturer per se, but rather as a facilitator and guide. All students are responsible for actively participating in activities and discussions. 

Grading: Grades are pass/fail. To receive a passing grade, students must attend the session and participate fully. Students must also complete a re-entry survey packet. 
Classroom Atmosphere: During the workshop, we will (hopefully) have many discussions about our personal viewpoints and experiences. It is my expectation that the class will be able to discuss and tolerate differing viewpoints among peers, while maintaining a supportive atmosphere focused on joint discovery and increasing awareness.
