Course format, requirements, grading system:

The weekly assignments should be completed as indicated in the syllabus or by the instructors.  Evidence of preparation will be gauged by three in-class quizzes for a total of 15% of the final grade.  Students will be required to write three short papers (1000-1250 words each), each worth 15% of the final grade.  There will be a in-class final examination worth 40% of the final grade.  Students can earn extra credit by attending the films that accompany the course and writing a short paper (min. 500 words) on the film in question.   Grading scale: A: 94-100, A-: 90-93, B+ 87-89, B: 84-86, B-: 80-83, C+: 77-79, C: 74-76, C-: 70-73, D+: 67-69, D: 64-66, D-: 60-63, F: 59-0.  

Course Aims and Objectives.  The broad aim of the course is to acquaint students with European culture, politics, economics, and society after 1945.  Specific objectives include familiarizing students with the pre-1945 background, post-1945 political and economic institutions, cultural trends, and the end of communism. Upon completion of the course, students will be familiar with the material specified in assignments and covered in lectures.  Students will learn to read analytically, organize information from multiple sources, and evaluate scholarship in relation to the course material.
